VikramSethmadehisdebut as a
novelist in 1986withTheGoldenGate.
Itwas anovelwritten inverse
composedof 590 stanzasor sonnets
thatnarrated the storyof a groupof
youngpeople living inSanFrancisco,
interpreting life, searching for
adventure and trying tounderstand
themeaningof love. In subsequent
years, Sethwrote several othernovels,
themost famousof thembeingA
SuitableBoy,whichcementedhis
place among India’s top fiction
writers inEnglish.

Almost 38years afterhewrotehis
first novel, Sethhas returned to the
verse form.But this timehehas
chosen to translate oneof themost
popular andwidely recitedpoemsof
Tulsidas, the 16th centuryVaishnava
poetwhowrote inSanskrit,Awadhi
andBrajBhasha. It is a short poem—
HanumanChalisa—which is ahymn
toHanuman, the supremelypowerful
monkey in theRamayanawhose
unparalleleddevotion toRamaand
hiswife, Sita, elevatedhimto the
statusof a god. It has43 couplets and
is commonly recitedbymanyHindus
not onlyon religiousoccasionsbut
also towardoff evil or to ensure
success inanyendeavour.

There isnoprecise reasonwhy
Sethdecided toundertake the
translationofHanumanChalisa into
English.Aplausible reasoncouldbe
thathewantedmorepeople to
understand the intricate
nuances andconnotationsof
howTulsidas celebrated the
power andgreatness of
Hanuman.Tulsidaswrote
HanumanChalisa in
Awadhi, a language that is
not easy to comprehend
even forHindi-speaking
people. Theother reason
perhaps ishis own love for
this poem. Inabrief
introduction to
his translation,he recalls that
“Bhaskar, theprecociousyoung
mathematician inASuitableBoy,
would reciteHanumanChalisa
duringhis childhood.

The short poem, running into just
about 100pages, hasbeen translated
witha lot of care and sensitivity
keeping inmindwhat shouldmake
thepoemmoreaccessible to the
readers. There arenoendnotes or
footnotes to explain thepoem’s
context and relevance.NordoesSeth

needlesslydwell on the intricacies of
themetre thatTulsidasuses and the
rhythmthathemanages to achieve.
Heavoids themso that these
explanations (sodetailedandboring
that they couldoften soundpedantic)
donot come in thewayof readers
enjoying the simplicity andpristine
appeal of thepoem.The translator
achieves that goal quite remarkably.

Yet, Sethemploys ahighly evolved
technique tohelp readers enjoy the

rhythmand flowof
HanumanChalisa.Apart
fromtheEnglish translation,
eachof theoriginalAwadhi
couplet ofTulsidas is
presented inDevnagari
script, followedby its simple
phonetic transliteration in
Englishalphabetswithout
any superscript, subscript,
italicisationordiacritical
mark. In the transliteration
exercise, he followsa simple
set of rules to indicate short

vowels, longvowels anddiphthongs.
Followingawidelyusedpractice, he
separates twovowels sittingnext to
eachotherwithinawordwitha
hyphen.

Similarly, he shows retroflex letters
as capital letters todistinguish
alphabets likeT,DandR fromtheir
dental equivalents. But amore
interestingaspect of this approach is
that the transliteration followsa
pattern in spelling thewords in the

poem just as theway theyare
pronounced inAwadhi. Thus, the
transliterationdeletes thevowel at the
endof thoseAwadhiwords like
chatur,meaningclever or rup
meaning form,when theyare
pronouncedas though thevoweldoes
not exist. This is a commonly faced
challenge ingetting the rightdiction
formost Indian languages,where the
pronunciationof avoweldependson
itsusage. Sethhas resolved this
problemwithconsiderable ease.

Theentire transliteration,
therefore, turnsout tobea complex
andarduousexercise. Butby
following it, Sethhas ensured that
non-Awadhi readers too canenjoy the
original lilting rhythmthatTulsidas
hadcreated. Indeed, theEnglish
translation toohas followed the same
principle of keeping theoriginal tune
intact. Seth’s emphasishasbeennot
somuchona literal translationason
transcreation, ashewished to “convey
somethingof the incantatorypleasure
of theoriginal”. This is a remarkable
feat evenas the translation remains
faithful to theoriginal text. The reader
of this translation is anet gainer from
suchanapproach.Additionally, the
English translationhas succeeded in
arousing theBhaktiRasaor the
devotional spirit as effectively as the
original poembyTulsidas.

Seth confesses thathe completed
the translationmore than tenyears
ago “as a labourof love”.Whypublish
it now?There isnoclear explanation
excepthisdisclosure thathehad
“only recentlybeenpersuaded to
publish it.”Ahint of amoredetailed
explanation isperhaps available
elsewhere.

Hehasdedicated the translated
HanumanChalisa toBhaskar
(remember that this is a character in
ASuitableBoy,whohadread thepoem
“beforehewas five, butwhospenthis
fifties fighting thechauvinismand
intolerance towhich this andmany
otherwell-beloved religious texts and
ritualshavebeenput”. Seth regrets
thatnothingcouldbe farther from
“thehumanityand inclusivityof the
bestofHinduism”.Andhehopes that
thepoemwould“continue to spread
joy, expand imaginationandgive
strengthandsolace to itsmanypast
and future readers”.Thata translation
ofapoembyoneof India’s foremost
Vaishnavitepoets carries such
commentary in its introduction is also
a reminderof the times inwhich India
is currently living.

T heCentre’sproposedvehicle-safety
regulations mandate seat-belt
reminders for front-facing rear

seats inpassengercars (M1category)man-
ufactured afterApril 1, 2025.

The draft rules, published on Friday,
seek to ensure that passengers wear seat
belts, significantly reducing the risk of
injuries in the case of anaccident.

These proposed safety standards are
part of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules
(CMVR), 1989, which mandate specific
safety features, such as safety belts,
restraint systems, and safety-belt
reminders, invehiclesmanufacturedafter
specific dates. According to the report
“Road Accidents in India— 2022”, by the
MinistryofRoadTransportandHighways
(MoRTH), released in December 2023,
16,715peoplewerekilled inroadaccidents
in 2022 for not wearing the seat belt.
Among the casualties, 8,384 were drivers
and8,331 passengers.

Additionally, all vehicles in categories
M1 (passenger cars designed to carry up
to eight persons, including the driver),
L7 (quadricycles designed for up to four
persons), M2 (buses carrying more than
eight persons with a maximum mass of
3.5 tonnes), M3 (buses carrying more
thaneightpersonswithamassexceeding
3.5 tonnes), and N (goods-carrying
vehicles with a maximum mass of over
3.5 tonnes) manufactured after April 1,

2025, and April 1, 2026, will be required
to have improved restraint systems
and safety-belt assemblies that comply
with specific standards.

After the implementation of the
Central Motor Vehicles (Tenth
Amendment)Rules,2024,allvehicleswill
be required tohavesafety-belt assemblies
and anchorages that comply with IS
15140:2018 and IS 15139:2002. The instal-
lationofsafetybeltsandrestraintsystems

in all vehicles will also need to adhere to
the IS 16694:2018 (“IS” stands for “Indian
Standards”, laid down by the Bureau of
IndianStandards).

The restraint system refers to safety
mechanisms in a vehicle designed topro-
tect occupants during a collision by
restrainingtheirmovement.Thistypically
includes seat belts, but it can encompass
other features such as airbags, seat belt
pretensioners, and load limiters.
